Planning Steps for a
Memorial Dedication

Obtain guidelines and order forms from
the NGC document located at
https://migardenclubs.org/blue-and-
gold-star-memorials.

Organize a committee. Select a
chairperson and your site. Choose a
marker: Blue Highway; Blue or Gold
Memorial; Blue or Gold By-Way. If you
choose a By-Way marker, consider
dedicating both a Blue and Gold Star
marker. Allow seven months for your
marker to be delivered. Mail the official
order application to Trish Payne with a
check payable to Sewah Studios. Open
and inspect the marker as soon as it is
received.

Based on the original Blue Star Flag,
introduced during WW | and widely
displayed in homes during WW I, the star
became a standard symbol for National
Garden Clubs’ Memorial program in 1945.

The first Memorials paid tribute to the
Nation’s Armed Forces who served in
WW II.

who have served, are serving, or will
serve in the Armed Forces

Permitted in parks, historical sites and
other civic locations
Cost $785 (*)
Plaque is 11.25"H x 20"W
Lettering is raised relief
Designed for mounting on masonry
or wood
